Almost every Guagliardo in Tampa was in attendance at the 20th Annual Business Hall of Fame, Tampa
Bay.  Guiseppe Guagliardo (who is our current President, Sal Guagliardo’s great-grandfather) was inducted as a
Hall of Fame member, 2007.  Joe, Sr. and I were present as the guest of Sal and Cathy Guagliardo.  We wit-
nessed the “heart warming tributes” to Guiseppe (posthumously) into their legacy of his humility within the
community and his vision in the dairy business, as it grew into Florida Dairy.

Today, the legend lives on with Sal and his father, Joseph, in Sunny Florida Dairy.  Please read the article
on Guiseppe, just as it was printed in the Hall of Fame booklet for the evening of February 8, 2007.

Congratulations to you Sal, our Italian Club President, as you follow into the footprints of your great-
grandfather.

Prefaced By Gilda Ferlita Capitano

Giuseppe Guagliardo was born in
a mountain village in Italy in 1870
and farmed as a young man.  With
the birth of his fifth child, he
sruggled to find a way to feed his
growing family and make a living.
As the economic conditons in
Europe worsened at the turn of the
century, he decided he must pursue
a better life for his family in a new
world.

His is an amazing story of achiev-
ing the American Dream.  He
mustered the courage to uproot his
wife and small children so that
their hopes and dreams could be
pursued.  They boarded a small
ship that was barely seaworthy and
sailed toward the Land of Oppor-
tunity.  Giuseppe and his family
arrived in America, by way of Ellis
Island, in 1904.  Without a formal
education or understaning a word
of English, he immediately headed
for Tampa because he heard of its

booming cigar industry and the
steady work he could find there.

Although feeding his growing
family on a cigar maker’s salary
was tough, Giuseppe put aside a
few dollars every month.  He
saved enough money to buy two
cows and soon began selling milk
to a few neighbors along 40th
Street.  His first deliveries, made
on horse and buggy, totaled seven
quarts and two pints daily.  In
1922, four more cows were pur-
chased, an eightstanchion barn
was built and Florida Dairy, Inc.
was created.

Over the next several years,
Giuseppe struggled to make ends
meet.  His business was growing
but so were his expenses.  Land
for a dairy farm was needed so he
purchased a 2,000 acre tract of
land in Brandon (at what is now
the intersection of Providence and

Lumsden) for the then-exorbitant
sum of $10,000.  His wife and
nine children helped with the daily
activities so that the business
would survive.  As hard as times
were, cash flow problems, lan-
guage barriers and prejudices
against immigrants were soon to
be overshadowed by the Great
Depression of 1929.

Although most of his customers
could not afford to pay thier milk
bills, Giuseppe never stopped his
deliveries.  Tampa Historian Tony
Pizzo wrote: “Through the De-
pression and cigar makers’ strikes,
when many families could not pay
thier weekly milk bills, the
Guagliards never stopped leaving
milk at thier doorsteps.  Not a
child would be deprived as long as
there was a cow givingg milk in
the Guagliardo herd.”

Once the depression ended,
the economy boomed - as did
Florida Dairy.  Many of the
customers who could not pay
their milk bills showed their
appreciation to Giuseppe by
becoming loyal, life-long
clients.  By the early 1940s,
Giuseppe’s successful enter-
prise had become the largest
independently owned dairy
inthe state of Florida.

From his humble beginning,
Giuseppe became a visionary in the
industry and set the trend that other
independent dairies followed,
making him one of the first immi-
grants who achieved extraordinary
business success in Tampa Bay.
Giuseppe was one of the first to
pasteurize mile commercially in
Hillsborough County, and the first
to use the flash-pasteurization
process.  He was the first in the
area to use automatic milking
machines, which revolutionized
dairy  processing at the time.

Today, Florida Dairy (now known
as Sunny Florida Dairy) is one of
Hillsborough County’s oldest
continuously-operated businesses.
It still serves thousands of custom-
ers in Florida and Georgia, 85 years
after Giuseppe purchased his first
two cows.  Still family owned and
operated, Sunny Florida Dairy is
thriving as fifth generation
Guagliardos enter the dairy busi-
ness - living proof that the Ameri-
can Dream is real.

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NEWS FROM THE GUINTA MUSEUM AND
ITALIAN CLUB GIFT SHOP……

You’ve undoubtedly seen the old iron “penny weight scale” that is sitting in the Museum.
We hope it has a history that will reveal it to be a treasured piece from the early days of
L’Unione Italiana, when the pharmacy served its members as a full service facility.  One day we
gave the scale a thorough cleaning, then stepped back and took another look at the forlorn,
faceless relic.  After a good pulizia, it looked rather impressive!!

Allora, we decided it was time to do some research.  We discovered that it is the “Tom

Thumb, Jr.” model and it was manufactured in the 1930s by the Watling
Company in Chicago.  This would then date it to the proper circa of the
Pharmacy.  It actually can be repaired and made to
work accurately again with a little time (and money,
of course).  These old scales were real “work
horses” according to the expert to whom we spoke.

A new face plate is approximately $95.00 and once
we get inside the back of the scale to get the serial number, we can probably
get the old boy working again.  At the very least, we can replace the face.

At the present time we are trying to locate a generic key to open up the back and get to
the mechanism where the serial number is stamped; from there we can order parts to restore it if
it is not cost prohibitive.   The scale was a penny scale and the
money box is where the key entry is located for the mechanism.
We’ll keep you posted on our progress.

If anyone (or an elder family member) has any very old
photographs of any activities that occurred INSIDE the building
during the early days of L’Unione, (including but not limited to la
farmacia) we would love to have them for the Museum.  We will acknowledge, make copies,
and return the originals to you.

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On February 19, 2007, Marc
Eichenholtz, a season ticket holder
and big Bolts fan, embarked on a trek
to raise money for Ovarian Cancer.
The trip, a fundraiser titled “Climb for
the Cure”, took Marc and three friends
to Mount Kilimanjaro, one of the
tallest mountains on earth and the
highest in Africa. Here they attempted
to reach the summit of the 19,000-foot
peak.

For Marc and his group, this was the
highest climb they had ever attempted.
He knew it would be difficult but
underestimated how hard it would
actually be.

After traveling for more than 23 hours
they arrived at the Kilimanjaro
airport, not far from Arusha, Tanzania.
Since it was night, they could not see
what was in store for them. At the
airport they were met and taken to a
lodge not far from the mountain where
they rested for the night and enjoyed
sleeping on a cushy mattress
surrounded by mosquito netting.

Early the next morning, they repacked
their gear and set out to the mountain.
There they would meet their team of
porters, cooks and guides. In total they
had 14 people to help them. The
guide, William, was slight but you
could see the years of climbing
experience in his face. He and the
assistant guide, Godbless, were very
kind and spoke English well. The
camp cook, Saba, was a smiley young
man of about 25. He could make
something great out of next to nothing
but a few ingredients.

Once the group was signed in with the
park system, the porters grabbed their

gear bags, the tents, cooking
equipment, and supplies and started
up the mountain to get the first
campsite set up before the group
arrived. As the group looked up at
Kili they were awe inspired and
slightly intimidated by its immensity.

By the time they arrived at the first
camp they had experienced a taste of
the mountain and the trek that was yet
to come. The key to success,
according to William, their guide, is
to drink lots of water, take it slow and
acclimatize. This was important
especially since they were climbing
one of the more difficult and less
popular routes to the top. The guide
told them that it was the second most
difficult of the routes on Kili. It was
often steep and rocky and with each
passing day the amount of oxygen in
the air decreased dramatically. He
told them that at the summit there is
only about 25% of the oxygen that
they were used to breathing while
living at sea level. In addition, as they
went higher and higher the
temperature dropped dramatically.
Kilimanjaro is near the equator so
when the sun is out it was pleasant.
But when the sun was gone, at night
in the tent the temperature would be
25-30 degrees farenheit. Outside was
even colder.

After six days of arduous climbing,
they arrived at the base camp, called
School Hut. At this point they were
all exhausted and one of them was
experiencing some illness. That night
they would dine on pasta and hot soup
and try to hydrate their bodies for the
next morning when they would make
their summit attempt and would not
be eating or drinking. The last day
was the hardest and longest. It started
at dawn and ended at dark. Nearly 10
hours of ascent and descent.

The night was long, and one of the
team was sick all night. At dawn it

was decided that he would go down
the mountain with one of the guides to
ensure his safety. It was hard for the
team to separate but they came here
with a goal so they continued.

The last leg to the top was the most
difficult and the steepest. The peak
seemed so far away even though it was
only 4,500 vertical feet away. There
were several points along the climb
where they considered giving up but
something in them kept them going.
Exhausted as they were, they reached
the summit together in the afternoon.
Once at the top, they could see the
volcanic crater below and Tanzania in
the distance. It was snow covered and
there is a glacier on the top as well. It
is here were Marc unfurled the Tampa
Bay Lightning Banner with the help of
one of the three guides.

Marc lost his late wife to Ovarian
Cancer several years ago and created a
foundation whose mission is to raise
awareness of this disease. The
foundation worked with the National
Ovarian Cancer Coalition and funded
a Public Service Announcement
starring Eva LaRue from CSI Miami
that airs nationally warning women
about the vague symptoms. In
addition, a nursing scholarship at HCC
is funded annually as well as medical
research.

Magazine has passed away.

As I Remember Marilyn   written by: Gilda Ferlita Capitano

I knew Marilyn for just a few short years. But, I feel I’ve known her for ions. She was just
that type  of a person.  Her tenacity was contagious!
After 30 years with Delta Airlines, she retired. This is when she began to pursue her dream to start the Cigar City
Historical Magazine.

The day she appeared at my door, to share her dream of the magazine, I welcomed her in. I offered her the huge
Griffin chair behind the large mahogany desk located in my home office. She almost seemed dwarfed seated in the chair.
With that twinkle in her eye, and famous large smile, she started to speak. Listening, I told myself, “She seems a
successful giant already.” When she began to express her dream, her preservation of the old stories, both from Ybor City
and West Tampa, I knew she was going to have a hit on her hands.   “You know Gilda, if the story isn’t told, it is lost
forever.  I’m only one person, but, I want to make a difference. Tell me, what do you know about Ybor?”

My heart took a leap! “Marilyn, I was born in Ybor, raised and educated there.”  She explained, “I am working
on my first issue.  There is still space. Do you have a written story you can contribute?”  The research paper I had written
on Ybor for my Tampa History class at University of Tampa, in 1996, The Neighborhood of Chiaroscuro, was certainly
ready.  “Let me take a look at it, and we’ll see about entering it.”

The rest is history!  My story made her first issue!  I am so proud!  Her first release has mushroomed into many
successful issues, in a few short years. Each month, many subscribers receive the Cigar City Magazine, not just in the
Tampa Bay area, but all over the country. She and her co-editor recently acquired their casita in Ybor to run the
magazine.  Up until then, it was conducted from their home. Her tenacity knew super-woman powers!

Marilyn encouraged me to write. She gave others the ability to believe in one self. When I approached her with
my story on Marian Italiano Greco, The Last Queen of the Italian Club, she said, “But, my magazine has to have this
story first, later you can place it in your Italian Club News-Magazine. I’ll put it in the Dreamers & Doers section, if you
can give me a beautiful photo of Mrs. Greco as queen, to go along with your story.”  Marion’s striking 1936 photo made
the front cover of the magazine. ….. Marilyn’s insight to all this, got her an outstanding front cover.  With Marilyn’s
passing, Ybor has lost a true friend, a tenacious business neighbor!
Personal  Vignettes on Marilyn  ……..

· Last fall, a Professor of Italian Studies from USF phoned me to say that for the first time they were having a class that taught
culture of diverse ethnic backgrounds, through film.  I was asked to bring an entourage from the Italian Club the evening the
film was going to be shown.  I phoned Marilyn, asking, “Are you interested in coming with us to USF?  Her response:
“What time do you want me at your house?”

· When I heard that Fernando Mesa was permanently leaving his house on Ross Ave… for assisted living… I phoned Marilyn
knowing she was a friend of his, to tell her that I wanted to say ‘good bye’ to Fernando.  She responded, “What day next
week do you want to go to Mr. Mesa’s?  I’ll pick you up.”  As most of you know, his home was as a museum. We stayed
close to 1 1/2 hrs. When we were ready to depart, he had tears in his eyes. “I don’t want to leave my house….I was born
here.” Fernando is 94 years old. Standing there on his front porch, Marilyn placed his hands in hers. She held them tight and
said to him, “Mr. Mesa, (she always called him Mr. Mesa) …you will teach the people, in your new residence. You have
talent!  You are a designer!  You can show them how to rearrange their room.  You are wise! You have traveled. Give lectures
on Ybor and West Tampa.  You have many stories to tell” When I turned to look, he had regained the twinkle in his blue
eyes.  He said, “Marilyn, I hope I can do these things.  Thank you! You have given me new hope.”

· The last time I saw Marilyn was on Ybor Afficionado Day, April 14, 2007.  The Ybor Chamber used the Italian Club as their
venue.  The entire building was humming and buzzing.   I remained in the Giunta Museum / Gift-shop.  Marilyn took the
time to come down-stairs to greet me, asking me about my new-granddaughter Stella. She engaged me into writing another
story.  I cherish that she took the moment.

· Marilyn’s magic was in her love of research, history, her love of telling the story…..that’s the magic, because without telling
the story, it will never be remembered. Yes, she wanted to make a small difference in the community.  Did she?  Marilyn, you
most certainly did. I can’t get a quote out of my mind. I will share it with you.  Perhaps here is a lesson for us all:

 “We cannot do great things, we can only do small things with great love.”_____Mother Teresa.
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Dear Linda,

Thanks for the time you’ve already taken on my behalf, concerning the research I need to do for my play, “If I
Had My Way”.

The only way to have an audience accept a fictional performance is to make everything surrounding it be as
believable and accurate as possible. Kissimmee Airport was built as an Italian POW camp in 1944, just as Drew
Field in Tampa was used; this much I know, even as most people living in Orlando are not aware. The details of
that camp, what life meant for the prisoners and the locals who interacted with them, used them as much-needed
help, in some cases befriended them, are still a mystery. I’m looking for people who have some connection to
the time and circumstances, who may have been alive in Florida during 1944-46, had family or friends who told
them stories about Italian POWs in Florida, may have been POWs themselves. or even just stories about the
time. I need a flavor of what people may have thought about having “the enemy” in their midst, how they may
have been discriminated against or welcomed. I know this is a difficult subject for some people to talk about; I
think that there is a lack of information about Italian POWs in Central Florida for exactly that reason, and I want
anyone involved to understand that this story is sympathetic to all sides, that the Italian character, while not an
angel, may be thought of as the hero, a person in an unwinnable situation who tries to make the best of it.

The story of the play is as follows:
The daily life of Central Florida in 1945 was constantly impacted by many factors; America’s involvement in
World War II, deep-seated racial tensions of the Old South influenced by the subterranean but still-powerful
presence of the Klan, the resistant attitudes of locals to a world that was getting rapidly smaller. In the play I am
writing now, “If I Had My Way”, it is 1945, on a working cattle and citrus ranch, modeled after actual ranches in
Kissimmee. A young woman, educated in the North, reluctantly returns to her childhood home to care for her
ailing mother. Finding herself in the same citrus farm kitchen that her mother toiled in all her life, she resents
every aspect of her situation, rejecting friendship and suitors, until her abrasive and bitter attitude is broken by a
person she considered invisible; the Italian POW brought to the ranch as replacement help. Using lessons
learned in his own mother’s kitchen, he reminds her of the beauty of food, and teaches her to value things within
her grasp as the world outside grows uglier. And then the citrus groves bloom, and during one magical, perfume-
filled night, every relationship in the house changes.

My goal with this play is to inform the current inhabitants of Orlando about their past, and make “If I Had My
Way” truly magical for both Orlando inhabitants and play-goers worldwide. As a playwright, my primary
interest is to present a believable experience to my audience, an envelope of facts surrounding a fictional
circumstance. In my play “Solos” (Orlando International Fringe Festival 2004), the characters of Ben Miller and
Ellie Grace had no analogues in the real world, but their lives mirrored the changing face of jazz from the 1940s
to present day; the people mentioned, historical events and musical themes were absolutely accurate to the time
and place. The stories told in “A Little Crazy” (Bill Whitney Players, Portland OR 2003; Orlando International
